Sask SpaFElaez@perates Saskatchewan Lotteries as the fund raiser for sport, culture and
recreation through a licensing agreement with the Government of Saskatchewan. Proceeds
from Saskatchewan Lotteries are deposited in the Saskatchewan Lotteries Trust Fund for
Sport, Culture and Recreation. Volunteer committees from Sask Sport Inc., SaskCulture Inc.,
and Saskatchewan Parks and Recreation Association Inc. adjudicate all requests made to the
Trust Fund. Funding is provided to more than 12,000 volunteer, non-profit, sport, culture and
recreation groups in the province. Each year more than 100 major sporting events are organized

through our provincial sport governing bodies and managed by volunteers in Saskatchewan.

City of Regina

The City of Regina offers premier level sport venues that are second
to none in Western Canada. Our facilities have successfully hosted the
2005 Canada Summer Games, 2003 Grey Cup, the 2007 Rugby Canada
Super League Final National Championship and many more national and
provincial level events.

Host your baseball event on one or more of our
beautiful diamonds. Regina has 5 national and
professional level venues. These include Douglas
Park, Currie and Kaplan Fields in Mount Pleasant
Park, the Optimist diamond, and Rambler Park.
Many of these venues offer lighting, digital
scoreboards and permanent seating capacity
that ranges from 200 to over 500.

Regina offers options forindoor or outdoor track
and field events with the Canada Games Athletic
Complex and the Sportplex — Fieldhouse. Both
of fFacilities are upgraded to meet high athletic
standards. Each has a track, jump pits, pole
vaulting, shot put and much more.

Mount Pleasant has a 400-metre Olympic-
style outdoor speed skating oval that includes
a time keepers shake. This venue recently
hosted a national outdoorspeed skating event.




The City of Regina also boasts the Sportplex
- Lawson Aquatic Centre as a solution to your
aquatic needs. Two moveable bulkheads create
a 50 meter competitive swimming tank, 18.5
metres in width. It features 5-metre, 7.5-metre
and 10-metre towers, along with two 1-meter
and two 3-metre springboards. The athlete
warm up poolis 18.5 metres and there is also a
large warm swirlpool and infant/children’s tank
as part of the facility.

Regina boasts one of the only three, four-pitch
lawn bowling facilities in Canada. The Leslie
Bowling Greens is a beautiful venue with a fully
operational Clubhouse.

We have your football, soccer, rugby and other
field sporting events covered with a variety
of field turf and natural grass options. Leibel
Athletic Field and Taylor Field at Mosaic Stadium
offer artificial turfwith options to suit any events.
Mount Pleasant and the Rugby clubhouse have
natural grass ifyou prefer. Each has a concession,
change rooms and seating for events.
